Sun’n Fun update

It was a difficult year at SNF to say the least!!! | got
there on Wed the 2nd to find Bob Hamel of Canada there
already and he had removed the tarps from the wagons
and unloaded them to let them dry out. That night we had
wind and rain (a fair soaker). The next day we went and
got supplies to clean and touch up the paint. | got some
yellow paint to change the prices on the signs on the
wagons. Bob & my wife Bonnie spent that afternoon and
the next day scrubbing the seats and removing mildew
and retouching the grey paint. In the meantime, | painted
the sign background yellow several coats to hide the old
price, and then | spent the whole next day repainting the
signs and changing prices. On Friday, some more help
showed up and we pressure washed all the decks on the
wagons. They needed to be repainted also, so we sent
Paul Michel to get supplies and we painted all the decks.
On Friday, the tractors arrived and we had to install the
hitches and trailer balls. The big wagon is much taller
than the others so we had to go to maintenance and
fabricate a riser and have bushings made because the
drawbar holes were 1-1/4" and the ball shanks were 1"
also a trip to town to find some large long bolts to mount
the risers on the drawbars. In the meantime Killy and
Paul Chiappini and others wired up the horns on the
tractors so the safety person on the back of the wagon
could warn the driver. | went to see the new controller at
SNF headquarters to make sure we had a contract to
work under and sign the rental agreement for our
wagons. Saturday and Sunday were spent finishing up
the details and staking out our tent location. They had
dug a ditch along the fence behind where our tent was to
go because the Cirrus tent behind our location and
across the walkway had flooded. Sunday afternoon late it
started to rain and rain and rain until well after midnight.
Everything was soaked and flooded. The new ditch filled
up with sand washed in from the rain. They had a
portable pump out there to get rid of the water. Our tent
didn't get set up till late Monday afternoon, so everyone
of our group just relaxed and waited. Tuesday morning,
(opening day) found us setting up our tent and canopy.
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The ground was like a wet sponge under us. A neighboring
vendor came over and said the tent people had left a part
of a bundle of 3/4" plywood sheeting in front of their tent
and they wanted it gone, and wondered if we wanted it.
Obviously, we took it and lined our entire tent floor and
walkways with it, 21 sheets in all. It was like manna from
heaven. The first 2 days open, (Tue & Wed.) the airshow
didn't start till 3:00 ,so we got to operate longer and outdid
last years rider ship both days. However on Thurs, Fri Sat
& Sun, they started the airshows much earlier than normal
and we were down on rider ship by half on those days. Had
we not raised the price, we would not have made any
money at all. As it is we are down a couple thousand from
last year. We were lucky to be able to tear down on Sunday
and we took all that plywood along to cover our wagons
before we put on the tarps to prevent big pockets of water
from sitting in the tarps. (We had planned on buying
plywood to do that anyway) We had to buy a couple new
tarps and we got some pipe insulation to protect the
corners of the plywood from rubbing on the tarps. | finished
up on Monday getting the finances straightened out and
turned back the tractors and other details. Then packed up
and headed for home about 1:00 that day. | will have a full
report at the meeting many thanks to all that came there
and WORKED. We had just enough help to pull it off and
many went above and beyond to see that things got done.
Again, a huge thank you to all, we are eternally grateful.

Hamilton was surprised with the timing of the
posting of the rules on the FAA Web site as most of
the industry is gathered in Lakeland, Fla. for Sun 'n
Fun. "We knew these changes were coming but we
didn't expect to see them until September,” he said.
Hamilton noted that complex rules like Sport
Pilot/Light Sport inevitably need tweaking after
they're put into practice and, after three years in
force, Sport Pilot is due. There will be a 90-day
comment period after the NPRM is published.
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
