FAA PLACES MORATORIUM ON
NEW ADDITIONS TO 51 PERCENT
APPROVED LIST
Amateur-Built ARC Report Published

The FAA today (February 15) issued the final
report of the Aviation Rulemaking Committee
(ARC) that it appointed more than 18 months
ago to investigate and make recommendations
regarding the interpretation and enforcement of
the amateur-building "51 percent Rule."
Concurrently, the FAA also placed a
moratorium on its customary practice of
providing to aircraft kit manufacturers and
builders courtesy evaluations of new Kkits'
compliance with the 51 percent requirement.

The moratorium means FAA has temporarily
suspended amateur-built aircraft kit
evaluations. No new kits will appear on the "51
percent approved list" until the FAA has
completed its new process revision for
determining the major portion (51 percent). The
new policies will be printed in a future Federal
Register notice. EAA estimates that notice will
be published in the April-May time frame. That
notice will provide the public an opportunity to
comment on the various changes.

"We understand the logic behind the FAA's
suspending advance evaluations and
approvals until after it has announced exactly
how it will interpret and enforce the rule going
forward," EAA's Earl Lawrence said. "However,
we also understand that manufacturers and
customers may have difficulty in making
decisions until the FAA makes its policy clear.
Accordingly, we're stressing to the FAA that
this 'limbo period’ should be as brief as
possible."

Johnson said he
expects the numbers to continue to grow. "I've
forecast 1,000 units in 2008 and doubling thatragai
in another year or two," said Johnson.
