For some fliers in the Jacksonville area and
around about half a dozen other U.S. airports,
the system is in the process of becoming more
efficient as the Federal Aviation Administration
moves to a new form of air traffic control, one
that has satellite-based positioning data at its
heart.

In May, the equipment forming the base of the
new system was rolled out around the First
Coast, one of the first places in the nation to
get the equipment needed for the change.

Rather than painting the sky with a radar beam
to find planes, air traffic controllers will receive
the data from the aircraft themselves,
transmitted through a new system known as
NextGen. The system will also transmit that

information, as well as things like weather
data, to other aircraft in the area.

By doing so, the upgraded system — at a cost
of $14 billion to $22 billion — lets pilots operate
more efficiently, saving fuel and time, and
provides passengers with fewer delays.

By having both pilots and controllers know
exactly where airplanes are, the aircraft can be
closer to each other, increasing the number of
planes that can be in the sky. Also, rather than
flying from waypoint to waypoint, as is done
now, pilots can use the most efficient route,
shaving time and fuel off the trip.

EAA has issued a special flight procedure
booklet effective July 23 to Aug. 2 for arrival
and departure to Oshkosh, Wittman Regional
and surrounding airports.
